Identify New Business 



Product Tip – Using Sea-web Ships and Movements Database to Identify New Business Opportunities 

 
Example: The manager of a small team of engineers in a marine equipment company is worried that the number of services 

booked in for the next week is very low. They work out of Southampton Port and service mainly MAN B&W, Wärtsilä and  

Caterpillar engines. The manager wants to get an idea of vessels due into port to identify new business opportunities. The 

manager subscribes to Sea-web Ships and Movements databases and uses its great features to identify new business 

opportunities and get the operator contact details.  

 

Here is how in 5 easy steps! 

Step 1 

Firstly go to the ships and companies databases and select the fields to display that you want to identify. There is no need to run an 

actual search just select the fields and press search.

Step 2 

Go to the Movements module and set up the search to show all vessels due into not only his port but the neighboring ports around 

Southampton. (Example: Portsmouth, Newport). 

Filter the search to only show vessels with MAN B&W, Wärtsilä and Caterpillar engines as per below.  

This is in the Shiptype / Machinery section.  



Step 3 

You will see a  list of all vessels due into the selected ports with the specified engines and the estimated time of arrival. To link to the ship 

data (as selected in step 1)  simply click on related records and select Ship List. 



Step 4 

You will see all the ship information as requested in step 1.  

By selecting the Engine Design field you can clarify that the vessels in the results have the Engine Design specified.  



Step 5 

To find the operator contact details so you can contact them directly to generate new business,  click the back button on your internet 

browser to take you back to the main results grid and again select related records.  

 

This time select Operator. You will now see all the Operator company information as requested in step 1. You can export this valuable 

data into your own database to use to contact potential clients.
